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Except for the cool weather, summer has arrived and kids are beginning their summer vacation, which means parents need to find activities for their children.  Please remember that the Hosanna Boys’ Ranch is always an option for summer activities, just be sure your children are well supervised by parents or older, responsible adults.

 

Foster Graduates are only one this year.  As with many of our foster children, she was a challenge, rotating through four of our homes in two years!  Typical of foster children, she had a lot of anger and desperately desired someone to love her.  One of our greater fears was, because of her history as being sexually active, she would become pregnant.  Our loving foster families would not give-up on holding her spiritually, academically and sexually accountable (Hosanna does not support birth control for unmarried individuals); hence, she came to appreciate her faith, education and our efforts to protect her from unwanted sexually transmitted diseases and an unwanted pregnancy.  At her last foster home in Redwood City, she accepted Jesus into her life and indicates she intends to conduct her life accordingly in righteous living.  Excited to be free from the foster care system, she immediately left her foster family for Colorado where she intends to go to college.  I shudder to think of what might have happened to this young lady if Hosanna Homes had not been there and if our various foster homes had not been willing to assume the risk associated with a rebellious young lady. But how many other young ladies in the foster care system don’t have a Hosanna home?!  PLEASE CONTINUE YOUR SUPPORT OF HOSANNA SO THAT WE CAN BE THERE FOR MORE YOUNG LADIES. . .AND YOUNG BOYS!

 

Speaking of Hosanna Boys’ Ranch, this year the Redwood 4H group is using the ranch for their pig projects and the 4H’ers are all female.  We have eleven pig projects so our barn is rather active and will remain so until the Alameda County Fair in July.  The project pigs will all be sold at the fair and then next spring the new projects begin anew.  It’s rather sad that rural project facilities are not readily available to the kids who live in the city.  We hope this community service opportunity will expand to other animal projects next year so more community kids can be blessed by the opportunity to work with animals on God’s special farm
 

Foster Child Placements continue to decline as the State and Counties wrestle with significant budget issues.  Alameda County foster placements are down roughly 50% from three years ago!!  As a result of decreasing foster children numbers, Hosanna is shifting ministry toward family services in hopes of even reducing further the number of foster children in the welfare system.

 

Parent Project continues to grow as we attempt to train parents in skills, particularly regarding strong-willed children.  Unfortunately, parents with younger-aged children are not taking the training, apparently because they don’t realize the risk and they pray their children will outgrow their unacceptable behavior, so the parents who are attending are in desperate need of help with their teen-aged child(ren).  PLEASE, IF YOU ARE A PARENT/GRANDPARENT WHO SEES THE SEEDS OF INAPPROOPRIATE BEHAVIOR IN YOUR CHILD/GRANDCHILD, DON’T WAIT UNTIL THAT BECOMES A LEARNED BEHAVIOR IN THEIR TEEN YEARS.  Go to www.HosannaParentProject.org or www.ParentProject.com and register for the next ten week class!
