Chinese High School Students will be arriving in August in our Hosanna Host Homes program.  This is a paid ministry opportunity.  We need homes for both male and female students who will live in the host home for an academic year from the middle of August thru the first part of June.  The child needs a private bedroom.  Perhaps the activity which requires special attention is transporting the student to and from Redwood Christian High in San Lorenzo.  The family is expected to provide a cultural experience for the student, integrating the student into the family activities including the student attending church and midweek youth group activities.  If you have an extra bedroom, look forward to an opportunity to involve yourself and your family in a family related ministry, this is it.  Typically, these are not Christian children so you have a ground floor to minister to an academically oriented child with potential to change his/her life for eternity.  We need homes in both Alameda and Contra Costa counties, particularly in East Bay (Oakland, Piedmont, San Leandro, San Lorenzo, Hayward, Castro Valley, Union City, and Fremont)

 

Parent Project scheduled classes for the next academic are now posted on the www.HosannaParentProject.org  and the www.ParentProject.com websites.  Parents of all school aged children are encouraged to take these foundational parenting classes.  Parents of strong-willed children typically take this course after their children have learned inappropriate behaviors throughout their childhood and are now teenagers and out-of-control.  This program empowers parents and provides the tools for parents to transform their children into responsible and respectful children.  The parenting process is critical in the early stages of a child’s development and the longer a parent waits to learn these skills, the greater the probability of parental failure and the horrible consequences for the related children.  You cannot start too early preparing to properly parent your child(ren).  Enroll by going to one of the websites.  All current classes are scheduled to be held at Neighborhood Church, Castro Valley; however, these classes may be redirected to other churches as the academic year progresses.  The next two classes are scheduled for September 13th for eight weeks on Thursday nights 6:00 to 9:00p.m. and for October 11th for eight weeks on Tuesday nights.

 

Pacific Justice Institute continues to pursue our discrimination grievance against Alameda County.  Five years ago, the County placed Hosanna Homes and Verne & Judy Teyler aka Hosanna Boys’ Ranch, on a formal “hold,” which means Alameda County  would no longer provide foster children to our related foster homes, primarily based on political correctness wherein Hosanna was “perceived” as homophobic.  The County continues its policy of discrimination and intimidation in its apparent desire to drive us from the County and to use Hosanna Homes and Hosanna Boys’ Ranch as an example of what families of faith can expect if they don’t hue the political correctness demanded by the County.   Since 1997 when the hold was issued, Hosanna has been recruiting and working with other counties in placing children in our foster homes.  Unfortunately, many deserving Alameda County foster children have been deprived of a good Christian foster family and many very capable Christian foster families have refused to do foster care for Alameda County.   During this time, Pacific Justice Institute has been dedicating many hours of legal time and has been continually challenging and appealing Alameda County behavior in an effort to get them to reverse their stand on Hosanna and other families of faith.  It would be much easier to walk-away from the challenge, but that won’t help Alameda County foster children who need good (Christian) foster homes and it would probably embolden the County to continue to discriminate against other foster families of faith!!  Please pray for Pacific Justice Institute and Hosanna; your financial support is obviously appreciated.  This is a fight that goes beyond foster care and goes to the heart of our purpose as individuals of faith, hope and love.
